 HEADS LEAD RIGHT,   CIRCLE FOUR,   BREAK & MAKE A LINE 

 –  –  GO FORWARD UP  &  BACK,   KEEP IN TIME 

* JUST THE ENDS  STAR THRU,   SQUARE THRU FOUR 

 GO ROUND THE SET,  NOW WHEN YOU DO 
 

 TURN THRU,  SWING WITH THIS GIRL 

 HEY  PROMENADE  AROUND THE WORLD,  WELL 

 COME ALONG,  SING A SONG  AND  JOIN THE JAMBOREE,  WITH 

 M – I – C ,   –    K – E – Y      M – O – U – S – E  

 
FIGURE #2 (Heads) & #4 (Sides):  Figures #2 & #4 only vary for the first 16-beats. 
 

 HEADS LEAD RIGHT,  SWING THRU  AND WHEN YOU DO 

 BOYS RUN,  BEND THE LINE 

*  Continue with the routine now as with “FIGURE #1  &  #3”. 

 
MIDDLE BREAK:  

 

 FOUR LADIES PROMENADE,   ONCE AROUND THE LAND 

 GO BACK HOME AND SWING THIS HANDSOME MAN  (or “Mickey Mouse”) 

 JOIN ALL YOUR HANDS,  CIRCLE LEFT AROUND YOU GO 

 ALLEMANDE LEFT THE CORNER GIRL  AND  WEAVE AROUND THE RING  WITH 
 

 WITH MICKEY MOUSE   (Donald Duck),  MICKEY MOUSE  (Donald Duck) 

 FOREVER LET US HOLD OUR BANNER  HIGH,  HIGH,  HIGH  (assume the Dancers will “Swing & Prom.”.)
